	Revision and practice  

1.Revision of vocabulary on the theme “Happy Birthday”

Teacher demonstrates PPT and drills birthday words:  cake, balloons, candles, cards, presents, party.
2.Matching

There are some words and pictures on the board, pupils should match the words with the pictures.

3.Speaking
T: - Our guests and I want to know how old are you?

Teacher asks every pupil “How old are you?” _ I’m 6 /7.
4.Group-work. Making birthday cards.
Pupils work in three groups. They make birthday cards. Teacher gives each group a blank page and images of words to make a postcard 

b. Teacher gives instructions about making and decorating the postcard for learners to follow:

Glue a cake on the card. Glue the candles on the cake. Glue the balloons. Glue the present.

Pupils number 1, colour the cake brown. 
Pupils number 2, colour the candles pink.
Pupils number 3, colour the balloons orange, blue and green.
Pupils number 4, colour the present red and yellow.

Then pupils present their birthday cards.

5.Physical minute

6.Revision of vocabulary on the theme “Spring”

T: -What season is it now? (-It is spring).

T: -Let’s revise vocabulary on the theme “Spring”.
Pupils listen to the song “Spring is here” and name vocabulary, related to the theme.

Teacher shows flashcards, name the words, pupils repeat after her.

T→Cl→P1, 2…

7.Game “What’s missing?”

Teacher sticks all flash cards on the board and asks pupils to close their eyes. When pupils close their eyes teacher turns one card over and asks pupils to open their eyes and try to identify which word is missing (repeat 5-7 times)

8.Drawing and speaking

Pupils draw the picture (bee, bird, flower, leaf, tree) and name the word and colour of the object.
Example: This is a bee. It is black and yellow.

	Game “Chinese Whispers”

The teacher approaches a pupil at the front desk and whisper a word on the theme “Spring”. The teacher asks him / her to whisper the same word to his / her partner, who then whispers it to the next pupil, etc. The last pupil calls out the word.

T: - Look at the blackboard. You can see a traffic light. Choose one colour and attach you sticker.

Green – I understood the theme. I liked the lesson. 

Yellow – I need consultation, help.
Red – I didn’t understand the theme. I didn’t like the lesson.
