	Start-up activity. 
1) Teacher  divides the class into 3 groups with the help of postcard and discuss the rule of work in groups.
2) Learners match the texts with the pictures that are on the walls and read them correctly. They need to quess the animal and find the picture

Cow – this farm animal gives milk 

Cat – this pet sleeps a lot

Horse – people can ride this animal

Polar bear – this animal can live in very cold places

Dog – this animal is man’s best friend

3) Strategy “Yes/ No answers”- (Guess who is it)
Teacher takes the card with one animal. Groups ask questions: Is it  a wild (domestic) animal? Is it grey (black, white…) Can it jump (swim, fly)? Does it eat fruit? Has it got a tail? …. Teacher has to answer Yes or No. Children have to quess
